OPA Meeting








          October 6, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:37 p.m.  Marie Gale moved to accept the minutes of the September meeting, seconded by Viola Stone.  All in favor.

Director Update:  Dr. Sumner could not be here tonight.  He has the updated email list which was handed over to Doretta Gray for Mike Moy tonight.  Proper forms need to be filled out for all fund raising from now on.  See Doc for the forms.    A building usage request form needs to be completed for Decal Day on November 21st.  Boston Trip:  April 22-25, 2010.  Doc is completing the paperwork to be submitted to the Board of Education.  Doc hopes to have the paperwork ready to give to the students and parents within the next week.  Feels he will need 10 chaperones based on approximately 80 kids going on the trip.  Approximate pricing is $725 for students and $500 for chaperones.  New wind members have been accepted for the symphonic orchestra.  Doc will send an updated roster to include the wind and percussion students.
Treasurer:  (Ned Boff) balances are fine, but the vouchers are convoluted.  Ned, Susan Grimando, and Marie Gale will stay after the meeting tonight to get the vouchers in check.  Seniors that did not come back this year that had money in their accounts … that money will move into the orchestra general account probably to be used for the clinicians in the spring for the orchestra camp.  The account will be in better shape financially after Decal Day.

Fund Raising

Vouchers:  buy the vouchers … it adds up fast.
Aluminum Cans:  continuing to collect.  Will take anything aluminum and also copper, but not steel.  LeeAnn Ielmini asked if information can be sent to her to share with the students regarding the aluminum cans and vouchers as she had never heard of this before and thinks many students don’t know about it.  She would like to put a large can or barrel in the orchestra room for people to drop off their aluminum cans.  Beth will pass the information on to LeeAnn via email.

Decal Day:  (Marie Gale) the date had to be changed because the PHS Wrestling Team obtained the Quick Cheks for November 14th before the orchestra and they are our biggest money makers.  The new date is November 21st!  Last year there were 8 students who had approved buyouts and another 8 students who just did not show up and had to pay the buyout.  This year, ALL buyouts MUST BE pre-approved.  Emergency situations will be taken into consider-ation on Decal Day if the student cannot show.  Ned would like to increase the buyout a little this year.  Letters regarding Decal Day and membership forms will be sent home via USPS.

Simon Mall:  takes place in November at Menlo Park Mall.  In need of someone to chair … Viola Stone offered.  It entails ordering tickets and running to Menlo Park Mall to pick them up.  Beth will get Viola the contact name at the mall.  Any unused tickets must be returned.  The cost is $10 per ticket.  The organization gets $7 back, $6 of which goes into the student account and $1 into the orchestra general fund.
Band Appreciation Night:  October 29th at 7:30 p.m. (rain or shine).  Please come out and support the band.  Refreshments will be served.

Uniform Distribution:  Pushing to be done before Thanksgiving.  Help is needed.

Polo shirts need to be ordered for new members only.  Anyone else wishing to get a shirt needs to purchase the shirt.

The next meeting will be November 10th due to school being closed the first week of November.

Something new this year for all fund raisers:  it needs to be approved by the Board of Education first.  The rules of fund raising from the Board of Education:

· must be insured for everything we do … we are covered under the school rider

· protocol for the handling of money … always needs to be 2 individuals for the counting of money.  Students are not to handle money.  In addition, Ned, as Treasurer, needs to show justifiable reports.  We are not an incorporated not for profit corporation and per the Board of Education – we should be.  We need to show that we have monthly meetings, have officers, have minutes, etc.

Please inform Ned and Beth Boff about any fund raisers … they know the rules.

A number of years ago, a resolution was voted on and passed that the OPA must receive a portion of every fund raiser … generally it’s 10%.
