OPA Meeting








    November 10, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:33 p.m. by the Treasurer, Ned Boff.  Marie Gale moved to accept the minutes of the October meeting, seconded by Amy Stroesenreuther.  All in favor.

Director Update:  (Dr. Chris Sumner) Dr. Sumner could not be with us this evening.  The update was reported by Ned as follows:  first trip payment was due October 30.  By now, you should have given Doc a check or a note telling him to take the down payment from your student account.  The trip forms can be downloaded from the new orchestra website. Please note additional information from Doc that was not previously reported:  still need 1-3 chaperones for the December 18th holiday tour trip, winter concert is on December 14th, need one more male chaperone for Boston, and thanks to Mike Moy on the great work on the website.
Treasurer:  (Ned Boff) As of right now, Doc has not given Ned the payment coupons for the trip.  We have been paid for three Rutgers Football games, should have the later games real soon.  Typically, the OPA will take 10% of any fund raiser and the rest of the profit goes into the student account.
